Located half a way from Dijon, capital city of Burgundy, and Beaune, capital city of Burgundy wines,  midway between Le Clos Voguent and Nuits Saint Georges, VOSNE ROMANEE, deeply rooted in its venerable cellars, is one of the most famous French appellation all around the world.

Named VAONA in 1636, VANONA in the 11th century, and then VOSNE around year 1400. It is the imperail decret of the 11th of April 1866, which autorised the viticultural villages to add the most famous appellation to their name. 

The vineyard runs in the sunrise and the greatest appellations slope down up to the monastry of Saint Vivant, which is at the origin of the appellation of La Romanee Sint Vivant. 

The well-known crus of les Chaumes and le Clos des Reas borde the Town Hall, and the Vosne Romanee village appellation surrounds the rest of the village. 

The village is one of the smallest of of the Cote by its surface, but one of the most famous by the number of its grands crus :

La Romanee Conti (monopoly)

La Romanee (monopoly)

La Tache (monopoly)

Les Richebourgs

La Romanee Saint Vivant

La Grande Rue (monopoly)

Les Echezeaux

Regarding the geological constution of the ground :

The Grands crus are located on the great oolite on chalky and ferruginous grounds, with a stony underground, which give full-bodied, colored, and well-structured wines, with a longer ageing. 

The vineyard of Vosne Romanee controlled appellation is cultivated on deeper clayay and chalky ground, and produces lighter wines, with more subtle fragances that appear rapidly. 

Vosne Romanee lieux-dits Aux Reas has a total surface of 9 Ha 78, and represent the perfect typicity of the appellation. 

Finally, we can say that wines of Vosne Romanee have certain caracteristics that we can resume as style, elegancy, and are perfectly balanced with adelicate bouquet.
