Vintage 2016


After a very mild winter, the warmest since 2010, April was relatively cold. 
We had the most severe frost since 1981 during the nights of April 26/7, freezing the just-emerged buds. This exceptional frost touched not only lower-lying vines but also struck higher-elevation sites. 
All Chambolle Musigny, the Echezeaux, Savigny vineyards have been badly hit, and Beaune and Pommard were decimated too.
June was rainy and not really warm until the end of the month. We had a late flowering just at the time the weather finally changed. 
July and August were dry, sunny and warm.
September was mostly sunny and warm, with cool nights and light rain showers at the end of the month gave the vines just the water they needed, but the good weather held until the beginning of October.  
The small crop ripened well during September and we started the harvest on Sept 28th.
It was the smallest harvest in quantity since the creation of the Domaine, with almost 50% of a crop.  
Despite the lack of grapes, the quality of vintage 2016 is good. The wines have a lot of fruit and show a good balance and acidity. They are very pure and elegant.
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
