AF GROS ALLOCATION FOR VINTAGE 2022 / Deadline 25th of December

Dear Oleksandr,
We are now finishing the vinification of our vintage 2023. This vintage will be memorable for us, both with the volumes, as we have produced high-quality,  well-balanced wines with normal yields. This vintage showed us once more that nature can tinker with us until the very last moment.  Most of it was determined by the high T° in the last weeks before picking,  which helped getting optimal ripeness. We worked carefully as usual in the vineyard and maintained normal yields (not excessive ones), and we did a very rigorous sorting out (about 15% in average). This is good news to have some wines back in the cellar, and Mathias and I will be happy to eventually discuss more with you this exceptional vintage when you visit next. We remind you that only professional importers are invited to come and taste the wines from the barrels only, in the cellar in Beaune, between November and March.
Vintage 2022 is the new vintage to be released in 2024.
For this vintage 2022, we are proud to announce the arrival in our vineyard of 2 additional Grands Crus:
 1/2 hectare of Clos Vougeot (located in the area Musigni and La Garenne) and  1/2 hectare of Echezeaux (located in les Loachausses).
They come in addition to our ½ hectare of Richebourg, after inter-family exchanges.
We are also proud to introduce a new wine: This is a “signature wine” of Mathias PARENT. This unique wine embodies the passion, and the creativity, of Mathias. It is a Vin Sans Indication Géographique (VSIG) that challenges conventions and offers an authentic expression of the characteristics of the Burgundy terroir and the Pinot Noir varietal. This project allows us to venture beyond the confines of appellation regulations and explore new winemaking horizons. For vintage 2022, with a production of 1200 bottles, we propose an assemblage of some plots of our vineyards to create a unique blend that reflect Mathias’s distinctive winemaking style.
 
Your 2022’s allocation is attached to this email. Like last year, it must be considered as a parcel of wines to take as a whole. It cannot be modified but can be reduced proportionally for all the wines that make it up. We now need to know as soon as possible if you validate it.
 
The deadline for your answer is December 25th .
 
After that date, all allocations that are not confirmed will be automatically cancelled.
