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Yet again, Domaine A-F Gros proved that they are no longer the also-rans of this Grand Cru, delivering substance and complexity but with an edginess that remains vivid through the veneer of new oak. If you want to splurge on a Richebourg, this probably represents the best value.
 I should mention an excellent Les Pezerolles from Domaine A-F Gros, a producer that I will be returning to later when I broach the Côtes de Nuits.
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
