GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. This Document is understood by the Parties as an official document which is issued for every separate order. It should be completed and sent back to the importer with the company’s stamp and signature of the person who completed the Document. 

2. The information set forth in this Document is used for the production of the obligatory Russian strip stamps which shall be applied to every single bottle of wine imported in Russia.

3. All substantial data – Name of the Wine, AOC / DO or other wine denomination, Volume of bottle, Vintage, Alcohol grade and Producer name shall be exactly the same as on the original labels. Original labels mean the front and back labels with which the wine is supplied.
4. The Parties understand that the final version of this document goes to every certifying, licensing and controlling authority of the Russian Federation that is involved in alcohol production or import and that submitting false data could cause grave consequences for the importer up to denouncing its import license.

5. Should any changes be made after the wine is shipped and strip stamps are ordered the supplier is liable to compensate losses suffered by the importer as a result of indication of incorrect data on strip stamps. This fine is taken for changing and re-submitting the legal documents to the Russian Federation authorities, for printing of the new strip stamps, for their shipment to the authorized warehouse and for application of the new strip stamps.
