Regarding the wines of François Parent, we understand that you will wait until your next coming to Beaune (probably March 2001). 

You say that you have personally not had experience with them…but indirectly you had because this is François who have been taking care of the vinification of the wines of A.F Gros since the creation of the Domaine, say since 1988…And until vintage 98, he has vinified the wines of the Domaine Parent you have been imported for many years to California.

His own vineyards (he has recently inherited from his parents ) are farmed altogether with the A.F Gros’ vineyards and by Domaine A.F Gros, but he has chosen to present his own label on the bottles instead of the ones of Domaine A.F Gros.

So you perfectly know his style with the tasting you did during Vosne Millesime and also through the various press articles edited over the previous years. 

In these conditions we would be very happy that you will distribute at the same time the two domaines (as far as possible we prefer to find the same importer for us both in each country).

Thus you could begin for example with

We also want to hold your attention on the fact that our distribution policy consists in finding one lone importer in each country to represent the wines of the two domaines.

SALES CONDITIONS :

We can not grant you 5 % less on the prices mentioned above as you already benefit of our lowest export price-lists, which are net of any discount or any commission of any agent.

We make a big effort of promotion with documentation we put in each case of wine sent all over the world (in the language corresponding to the country).

This costs money and that is why our prices are net net.

In case of a first order we ask to every of our customers to pay in advance, before shipment, through a bank transfer, on proforma invoice. 

Then our usual sales conditions for export are 60 days after shipment.

At least to register our reservations on 98 and 99 vintages, after our customers final decision regarding quantities we send them a proforma invoice to be paid on reception for 10 % of the total amount of the order.
