Dom A F Gros, Grand Cru 2010 Richebourg 19+ Drink 2014-2022
This has the extra something you look for from Grand Crus – a matchless level of complexity in the flavour. Very drinkable now. Eloquent. Refreshing, perfumed, sophisticated. (RH)

Dom A F Gros, Grand Cru 2010 Échezeaux 17.5 Drink 2014-2020
Great clarity of fruit here, complete and brilliant. Very little complexity to speak of now, but you can be sure it's coming. This has preening, self-assured potential. (RH)
Dom A F Gros, Aux Réas 2010 Vosne-Romanée 17.5 Drink 2012-2018
Toasty, almost charred nose and then a surprisingly vivacious fruitiness on the palate. Sour cherry, sap, perhaps a bit of stalkiness. Fine tannins. (RH)

Minty, herbal notes and a really attractive grip on the finish. Nutmeg spice, redcurrant – all sorts going on in here. Ably shows Pinot's breadth. (RH)

Dom A F Gros, Les Pézerolles Premier Cru 2010 Pommard 17.5 Drink 2012-2020
Some leatheriness on the nose, and a really mouthfilling fruit. Fine tannins, great structure and a long, forceful finish. (RH)

Dom A F Gros, Les Boucherottes Premier Cru 2010 Beaune 17.5 Drink 2012-2020
Wonderful red fruit clarity with that Burgundy savouriness and the perfect dose of oak. Debonair, classy and poised. (RH)
Dom A F Gros, Aux Mazières Premier Cru 2010 Vosne-Romanée 17+ Drink 2014-2019
Earthy nose with a ripe redcurrant fruit and quietly confident tannic line. Moderate concentration, fresh acid. Backward - definitely needs time. (RH) 
Dom A F Gros, Clos de la Fontaine 2010 Vosne-Romanée 17 Drink 2012-2018
Syrupy red cherry fruit, gentle tannins, bit of forest floor, supple and light with charming daintiness. (RH) 
Dom A F Gros 2010 Chambolle-Musigny 16.5+ Drink 2012-2015
Juicy red fruit, quite primary and juvenile. Enjoyable. (RH) 

Dom A F Gros 2010 Bourgogne 16.5 Drink 2012-2014
Classy mineral and smoke nose, packs a good punch for a Bourgogne. Finely-ground tannins, light body, great complexity for drinking now – fine red fruit and lengthy smoke and vegetal aromas too. (RH)
 Dom A F Gros 2010 Hautes-Côtes de Nuits 16 Drink 2012-2014
Meat juice, bit of blood, whip-smart acid. Great fruit, but not quite so complex as the basic Bourgogne rouge. (RH) 
François Parent, Grand Cru 2010 Clos de Vougeot 18+ Drink 2012-2022
Smoky, slaty nose with a delicious struck match note. Grainy but fine tannins, loads of fruit, slinky and charming, but quite forceful too. Bold. (RH) 

François Parent, Les Epenots 2010 Pommard 17 Drink 2012-2020
Red cherries, beetroot, hints of vegetal character. Satisfyingly round and sleek. Juicy but lean, very attractive. (RH) 

François Parent, Les Arvelets Premier Cru 2010 Pommard 17.5 Drink 2012-2020
Fresh oak mingles well with the red cherries and earthy, bracken tones. Softly gripping tannins, charming bacon fat character. Classic. (RH) 


François Parent 2010 Morey-St-Denis 17++ Drink 2014-2020
Rather closed nose, then an impressive smoked meat and earthy character. Has some way to go, I suspect. Lots of underlying interest to the powerful palate. (RH) 

François Parent, Les Fremiets 2010 Volnay 16.5 Drink 2012-2016
Red cherry, quite tart though not sour. Perhaps not quite as luxurious as some Volnays? (RH)

DOMAINE RICHARD ROTTIERS – Moulin a Vent
Dom Richard Rottiers 2010 Moulin-à-Vent 16 Drink 2012-2015
Potent, very concentrated red fruits – almost too aggressive! Light and lithe on the palate, lots of pepper to finish. (RH) 13%
Dom Richard Rottiers, Dernier Souffle 2010 Moulin-à-Vent 16.5 Drink 2012-2015
Sweeter fruit than the straight Moulin-à-Vent, yet more savoury tannins. A better package, overall, with a smoother tone of voice. (RH) 13%
Dom Richard Rottiers, Champs de Cour 2010 Moulin-à-Vent 17.5 Drink 2012-2015
Fabulous complexity combined with fresh red fruits in abundance. Leathery and medicinal. Great persistence too. Wonderfully easy company. (RH) 

DOMAINE DES MALANDES, CHABLIS
Dom des Malandes, Le Clos 2010 Chablis Grand Cru 17.5 Drink 2012-2018
Apples, tropical fruits, creamy texture and classic flint to finish. Outshines the Vaudésir. Energetic but not overly acidic. (RH) 13%
Dom des Malandes, Vaudésir 2010 Chablis Grand Cru 17+ Drink 2013-2018
Layered, textured and lengthy – but not especially more so than the premier crus. Bit more concentration for longevity, perhaps. (RH) 13%
Dom des Malandes, Côte de Lechet Premier Cru 2010 Chablis 17 Drink 2012-2016
Much better depth and chalkiness than the Vau de Vey. For the extra 30p a bottle, this is a no brainer! Satisfyingly complete and juicy. (RH) 13%
Dom des Malandes, Montmains Vieilles Vignes Premier Cru 2010 Chablis 17 Drink 2012-2016
Green apple plus a bit of tropical fruit creeping in here. Vibrant acidity, pert and strutting – very stylish. (RH) 13%
Dom des Malandes 2010 Chablis 16.5 Drink 2013-2015
Pretty, stony, very dry and restrained fruit. Classical and withheld, but very enjoyable. Needs food, and time. (RH) 12.5%
Dom des Malandes, Cuvée de Roy Vieilles Vignes 2010 Chablis 16.5 Drink 2012-2015
Riper, rounder stone fruit than the basic Chablis, quite opulent, though finishes with an unmistakably Chablis-esque acidic flair. Crisp. (RH) 12.5%
Dom des Malandes, Vau de Vey Premier Cru 2010 Chablis 16 Drink 2012-2016
Ripe stone fruit plus a healthy dose of citrus keeping it puckered up. Doesn’t quite show the minerality of great premier cru. (RH) 13%
Dom des Malandes, Fourchaume Vieilles Vignes Premier Cru 2010 Chablis 16.5 Drink 2012-2016
Generous, broad palate – doesn’t have the pinpoint precision of some others, but that is almost a relief. Plump. (RH) 13%
Dom des Malandes 2010 Petit Chablis 15.5 Drink 2012-2014
Soft, creamy nose then verdant acidity. Brisk and bristling and a little unforgiving. (RH) 12%







DOMAINE FOUGERAY de BEAUCLAIR, Marsannay
Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, Les Aiges Pruniers 2010 Marsannay 17 Drink 2012-2014
Luscious oak and ripe fruit, has an almost syrupy feel. Outshines the Golardes – much better value. Great weight on the palate, really slinky feel. (RH) 

Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, Les St-Jacques 2010 Marsannay 17 Drink 2012-2018
Lovely rose-petal fragrance and well-defined red fruit. Really charming, and with a well-judged oak shaving sappiness giving breadth to the palate. Fine, sieved tannins on the finish. (RH) 

Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, Grand Cru 2010 Bonnes Mares 17 Drink 2014-2020
Loads of ripe fruit, and plenty of oak here too. Charming and precocious, but I’d worry that the oak is too much. Powerful, deep, concentrated. (RH) 
Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, Les Seuvrées 2010 Gevrey-Chambertin 17 Drink 2014-2020

Dom Fougeray de Beauclair 2010 Bourgogne 16.5 Drink 2012-2016
Bit of stalkiness works really well here, with the crunchy red bramble fruit. Soft tannins, lovely balance, easy drinking, GV (RH) 

Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, Les Golardes 2010 Savigny-lès-Beaune 16.5 Drink 2012-2016
Orange peel, lemon juice, a bit of oak and meal fragrance. Not the best value though. (RH) 

Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, Les St-Jacques Pinot Blanc 2010 Bourgogne 16 Drink 2012-2015
Neutral fruit, lively acid and a long finish. Interesting but overall a bit overshadowed by the greatness of Chardonnay. Best leave the Pinot Blanc to Alsace, I think. (RH) 

Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, l'Ormichal 2010 Bourgogne 16 Drink 2012-2015
Everso slightly funky nose, drying on the palate – more challenging than the basic Bourgogne Rouge, and not in a good way. (RH) 
Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, l'Ormichal 2010 Bourgogne 16 Drink 2012-2014
Very enjoyable – hints of tropicality, mealy cereal character, a bit narrowband but well-balanced and easy drinking. (RH) 
Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, Les Golardes 2010 Savigny-lès-Beaune 16 Drink 2012-2016
Quite notable reductive tendencies on the nose, or too much sulphur in the sample. Youthful and exuberant fruit, but the imperfections on the nose make it a bit of a gamble. They might retreat with time – or they might not. (RH) 
Dom Fougeray de Beauclair, Clos Marion 2010 Fixin 17 Drink 2012-2016
Very attractive, flirty ripe red fruit with a firm tannic backbone and lingering red fruit. Round and fleshy. (RH) 

DOMAINE CAPUANO-FERRERI – Santenay

Dom Capuano Ferreri, Vieilles Vignes 2010 Chassagne-Montrachet 17 Drink 2012-2018
Minty, pretty nose with refreshing red fruit and a bright, lingering finish. Lovely ethereal quality to the fruit here – ripe but restrained, and savoury. (RH)

Dom Capuano Ferreri 2010 Santenay 16.5 Drink 2012-2012
Toastier and cleaner than the Vieilles Vignes, lovely sweet oak and wild raspberry fruit. Smoky, savoury finish with a smoked sausage flavour. (RH) 

Dom Capuano Ferreri, Clos du Paradis Premier Cru 2010 Mercurey 16.5+ Drink 2012-2016
Fragrant, lifted, expressive nose. Very tame tannins, and moderate concentration – this is all about perfume. Good medium term potential and looks to be GV (RH) 

Dom Capuano Ferreri, Vieilles Vignes 2010 Santenay 15.5 2012-2015
A bit fungal and vegetal on the nose, very light and slight on the palate. Finishes a bit dilute. (RH
